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Livestock Exhibitor Policy (FFA  & Open Class) 
 
 
• The Fairboard and 4-H Council will use every reasonable precaution in regard to livestock, but will not be held responsible for 
any loss or damage while the livestock is on the fair grounds. 
 
• FFA members are responsible to care for and show their own livestock projects at Achievement Days.  If a livestock project 
should present a danger to other exhibitors or spectators during the show, a leader, parent or other adult may lend assistance to 
prevent injury to other people. 
 
• All animal owners are responsible for the welfare of their animals.  Exhibitors are expected to provide adequate feed, water, 
bedding, and housing for the comfort of their animals.  It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to make arrangements for appropriate 
care if they are unable to be present.  We encourage the humane treatment of animals and abuse will not be tolerated.  The 
comfort and safety of the animal must be addressed throughout the show.  Non-stressed animals will perform better for the 
handler.  Exhibitors are expected to handle their animals in a gentle and calm manner and not create undue excitement in the 
vicinity of other livestock or persons. 
 
 
 
Scrapies in Sheep & Goats 
Scrapies identification tags are required in all sheep and goats that are exhibited at any of the fairs in North Dakota including the 
Ransom County Fair.  All sheep and goats must be tagged prior to arriving at the fair.  To obtain your scrapies identification tags 
you can call the Federal Veterinary’s office in North Dakota at 1-866-873-2824 or contact your local veterinarian. 
 
Animal  Entry 
FFA and Open Class entry of beef, dairy, sheep, swine, goats, rabbits and poultry must be entered in the Expo Center from 3:30-6:30 
p.m. on Wednesday, August 24.  No entries will be accepted after 6:30 p.m. Wednesday.  No exceptions.  All animals must be left at 
the fairgrounds until 4:00 p.m. on Sunday, August 28.   
 
Livestock are required to be registered in the name of the owner.  Proof of registry or eligibility needs to be presented when livestock is 
received.  Male animals must be registered or eligible for registry. 
 
All open class exhibits will be accepted and classes made where needed.  Not more than 12 beef cattle, 12 dairy cattle, 12 sheep and 12 
swine may be entered from any one farm. 
 
Open Class Awards 
Awards of grand and reserve will be awarded for qualifying animals in each lot.  A grand and reserve champion female and male will be 
picked in each livestock division (overall breed).  A grand and reserved champion  grade female will also be selected in each livestock 
division. 
 
Group Exhibition 
Animals exhibited in a group of two or more animals must be owned by the exhibitor or owned within the immediate family. 
 
Livestock Interview Judging - FFA 
Livestock interview judging for 4-H seniors and FFA members is on Wednesday, from 5:00 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. in the Expo.  All 4-H & FFA 
members must be interview judged at the specified time in order to be eligible for participation in the premium sale. 
  
Showmanship  
All FFA members exhibiting livestock projects are encouraged to participate in showmanship.  Please indicate when entering livestock if 
you plan on participating in showmanship.  Winners will be recognized at 4:15 on Friday, August 26. 
 
Showmanship contestants will be divided as: 
Senior: 13 years and older by September 1, 2010 
Junior: 6-12 by September 1, 2010 
Placing received in showmanship or open class DOES NOT qualify animals for premium or the premium sale. The reserve showman will 
receive a special rosette. 
 
Round Robin Show  
At the 2005 spring 4-H Council meeting a motion was made that once a junior has won the round robin showmanship contest, they are in 
ineligible to compete in junior showmanship.  Once a senior has won the round robin they would no longer be eligible to compete in the 
contest again. 
 
Livestock Stalling 
Animals will not be able to be stalled on the grounds until after 1 p.m. on Wednesday, August 24.  All animals including beef, dairy, sheep, 
swine, goats, poultry & rabbits must remain stalled until 4:00 p.m. Sunday, August 28. 
   
Cattle Showman -  If you choose to use the tie-outs to the north of the barn you can bring straw for that area.  
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Wood Chip Bedding - NO STRAW will be allowed for bedding inside any of the barns which includes the Cattle barn, Horse and Sheep 
barn, Poultry and Rabbit Barn, and Swine barn.  Wood chips will be used instead.   If your animal has a tendency to paw at the ground you 
may want to purchase a rubber mat to lay down.  
 

Stalling Fees are as follows: 
Stalling fees need to be paid at the time you register your animals on Wednesday, August 24.   
Checks can be made payable to the Ransom County Fair Association.  Fees are as follows: 
 * Beef, dairy and horse, required - $5.00 per animal 
 * Swine, sheep and goats, required - $2.00 per animal 
 * Rabbits and poultry, required - $2.00 per exhibitor 
 
Beef & Dairy Exhibitors 
Beef and Dairy exhibitors are reminded to use a neck rope or neck chain to secure their animals in the barn in addition to a rope halter, as 
halters seem to slip off and cause problems with loose animals in the barns at night.  Every effort will also be made to have brooms, 
wheelbarrows, etc.... available during the fair for the proper cleaning of the alleys.  Let's all make an effort to keep the barns as neat as 
possible as this adds to the attractiveness of the grounds during the fair and encourages spectators to walk through the barns and view 
your exhibits. 
 
• Muzzles: Exhibit animals will not be muzzled while on the fairgrounds. 
 
• Any calf shown at the fair must be weaned.  If the cow is brought to the fair, the cow must be halter broke and the cow and calf must be 
exhibited in the progeny class.  No pens will be allowed on the fairgrounds to house the cow and calf pair. 
 
 
Barn Clean-up 
We ask your assistance in barn clean-up during and after the fair.  Please pile the manure from the cattle barn on the East side of the barn 
using the double doors located at the North end of the barn.  Swine exhibitors, we would like you to pile the manure on the West side of the 
barn using the middle isle during the fair. 
SUNDAY: We would like your assistance in cleaning the barns and ask all cattle, swine and sheep exhibitors to clean your stall or pen and 
pile the manure in the appropriate area between 4:00-5:00 check out time.  Thank you for your assistance.

Livestock Health Regulations 
 
 
The following health regulations must be adhered to by those bringing livestock: 

V All animals must be visibly free of any infectious diseases.  This includes ring worm, lump jaw, and warts in active stages. 
V A veterinarian will be present to inspect animals. 
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4-H & FFA Premium Sale Policy 
 
• To be eligible for the premium sale an animal must receive a blue 4-H or FFA ribbon placing.    
 
• All 4-H members participating in the premium sale must wear a white shirt with the 4-H emblem prominently displayed on the 
front. 
 
• All 4-H members attending the premium sale must meet the requirements of the Animal Care & Lease Contract.  This contract 
must be signed and returned to the extension office postmarked no later than June 10 or you will not be allowed to go through 
the premium sale. 
 
Å Placing received in showmanship or open class (blue, grand, reserve, grand Over-all or reserve overall) DOES NOT qualify 
animals for the premium sale. 
 
• The Premium Sale registration form must be turned in at the Fair Office window located on the east side of the expo building by the 
completion of the sheep show on Friday.  Those not turning in a registration form will not be allowed to participate in the premium 
sale.  The registration form will be available at the time of animal entry on Wednesday, or picked up at the Fair Office window at the east 
side of the expo building.   
 
• One animal out of a blue ribbon pen of three may be sold in the premium sale.  Animals that are sold must be broke to lead.  
 
• Exhibitors are not allowed to jump ahead of other species in the sale order.  There are no exceptions to this rule.  Exhibitors are allowed 
to move up in the sale order within the species only if the exhibitor speaks to someone from the Extension Service staff.  Exhibitors who do 
not comply with this rule will forfeit their premium for that animal. 
 
• All 4-H & FFA exhibitors must interview judge.  Exhibitor MUST be present with their exhibit at the premium sale in order to take part in 
the sale. The only exclusion is illness to self or death in the family and must be presented to the county agent or FFA advisor. 
 
• Members are not required to sell exhibits at the sale. 
 
• 4-H & FFA Livestock exhibitor will be limited to 2 entries in the sale.   Ribbon premiums will be paid on the entries not eligible for the sale.  
The sale listing will be put in random order with blue, reserve, grand, reserve overall, and grand overall placing last. 
 
• The sale will include market and breeding beef, sheep, swine, goats, dairy, poultry, rabbits and the Overall Champion horse in the child, 
junior and senior divisions.  Any animal going through the premium sale MUST BE STALLED on the fairgrounds for the duration of the fair. 
 
• 4-H members will be requested to contact buyers for payment of their premium.  The county extension office will furnish a list of buyers to 
the 4-H member for the animals that were bought.  Please remember to send a thank you to your buyers. 8 x 10 4-H cardstock thank you 
cards are available at the Fair Office window located on the east side of the expo center. The buyers appreciate it!  If addresses are 
needed, please contact our office. 
 
• Buyers will pay the premium on all sale animals determined during the auction.  All animals will be sold in the sale for premium only.  
Premiums will be on a dollar/head basis only and not based on weight or market price.

Horsemanship Policy (Open Class) 
 

The following rules will be in effect for those entering.  Divisions: Children – ages 6-11; junior – ages 12-14; senior – 15 to adult. 
 
Open class registration is from 7:30 a.m. - 9:00 a.m. on Saturday, August 27 at the Horse Arena.  A horse can only be shown once per 
event (ex. Reining, Halter, Walk-trot, etc.).  Each age division under the event is a sub-lot of the event.  Exhibitors may have only one entry 
per event.  An exhibitor may ride more than one horse in different events during the show, but may not show in the same event more than 
once.  A family-owned or joint ownership horse may be managed jointly by members.  Once a horse has been exhibited, it cannot again be 
exhibited in the same event during the show. 
 
Dress Code - Open Class 
Exhibitors, 18 and under, must wear ASTM-SEI approved harness helmets for all mounted events (Western hats are permitted for 
showmanship), Western boots, blue or black colored jeans (dark colored), and a belt. Gloves are permitted in English events. 
 
Awards 
Awards of grand and reserve will be made for each lot.   
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General Rules 
• The general rules as set forth by the "ND 4-H Horse Show and Judging Guide" (revised October 2010), available at the extension office 
or download at www.ext.nodak.edu/4h/publications/gbh092.pdf, will be used. If the judge or show committee chooses to change the pattern 
in any way, contestants will have changes explained before entering events.   
 
• The rules for acceptable tack will be those set forth in the "ND 4-H Horse Show & Judging Guide” available at the extension office. 
 
Å Horses are to be ridden in designated areas only at the fairgrounds.  Horses will not be stalled at the fair or required to be on the 
premises other than the day of judging. 
 
• Should any horse become unruly, either in the arena or on the premises, the horse and exhibitor shall be dismissed from the ring or 
premises.  No stallion over 8 months of age shall be shown. 

 
• All halter classes will be judged as Showmanship at Halter, (4-H Western Horsemanship) with no limit on the age of the horse shown. 
 
• If a horsemanship project should present a danger to other exhibitors or spectators during the  show, a leader, parent or other adult may 
lend assistance to prevent injury to other people. 
 
• Contestants entered in Walk-Trot will be unable to participate in any other class which involves a lope. 
 
Pleasure Driving 
Attire 
Attire must be neat and clean.  Proper attire for either Western or English division may be worn.  Chaps or spurs are illegal.  Exhibitor may 
wear rain wear or inclement weather apparel if conditions warrant. 
 
Tack 
Vehicle: Pleasure type two or four wheeled cart or buggy with cart or buggy type wheels with 19 inch minimum in diameter and with one or 
two seats.  No stirrup-type carts or sulkies may be used.  Classes will be split by horse size, if necessary.  Please note: Contestants are 
to indicate pleasure driving horse height on entry card. 
 
Harness: A collar or breast collar harness and standard bridle with snaffle or curb bit may be used.  If curb bit is used, curb strap or curb 
chain must meet judge’s approval and requirements as stated for Western division. 
 
Optional Tack: Dash and basket cover for vehicle is optional.  Check reins, blinkers, breeching, martingales and cavesson nosebands are 
optional.  Whips suitable to the vehicle and with whip holder are suggested. 
 
Prohibited Equipment: No wire curbs, regardless of how padded or taped, may be used. 
 
Class Condition 
Exhibitors shall compete in the pleasure driving class with their animals safely harnessed to an appropriate vehicle.  Junior exhibitors are 
allowed to have an adult accompany them.  In the senior division, no other person is permitted in the vehicle while the horse is being 
exhibited, and no pets shall be allowed in such vehicle during such exhibition. 
 
Horses shall enter the ring to the right at a park gait.  Each horse shall then be exhibited at the following gaits: 
1.  Walk 
2.  Park gait (normal trot) 
3.  Road gait (faster, extended trot) 
Exhibitors shall present their entry at each required gait both directions of the show ring.  At the direction of the ring steward, such change 
of direction shall be accomplished by the horse crossing the show ring while walking or in park gait only.  Exhibitor shall also be required to 
demonstrate his/her ability to back readily and stand quietly.  Excessive animation and speed will be penalized.

Contestants entered in Walk Trot will be unable to participate in any other class which involves a lope. 
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Dog Obedience Rules (Open Class) 
 

Rabies Certificate 
Participants exhibiting a dog in Dog Obedience at the Ransom County Fair MUST present a rabies certificate to the judge at the 
time of judging.  If the judge does not receive a certificate from you, your animal will be removed immediately from the show.  
 
• Dogs that show signs of aggression toward humans or other dogs will not be permitted to participate. 
• Female dogs in season are not permitted to compete at any level (county, regional, or state). 
• Event will be outdoors on short grass. 
• Training aids and treats are not permitted on the course during familiarization or competition. 
• Poor sportsmanship will not be tolerated. Any handler exhibiting poor sportsmanship such as swearing, yelling at their dog, excessive 
corrections, loud complaints about other exhibitors or the judge, etc., will be eliminated - receiving no ribbon. 
• A 6-foot leash is recommended. 
• A dog unable to complete the course for any reason (including leaving the ring, ceasing to work for a significant period of time as defined 
by the judge, being out of control, etc.,) will receive a white ribbon. 
• Any dog refusing an obstacle for the third time will be asked by the judge to go on to the next obstacle. Anyone not obeying the judge's 
order will be eliminated - receiving no ribbon. 
• Handlers may use voice commands or signals. Handlers are encouraged to talk or cheer their dogs through the course. There is no 
penalty for multiple commands or verbal encouragement, but all must be in the spirit of good sportsmanship. 
• Any dog fouling the ring during competition - once they have entered the ring to run their course - will be eliminated - receiving no ribbon. 
Vinegar, or some other odor-neutralizing substitute, should be on hand to clean fouled equipment. Fouled equipment may be removed 
from the course at the judge's discretion, and all dogs running the course previously may, at the judge's discretion, be required to re-run 
the course again.

• All entries must be made from 7:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. on Wednesday, August 24 (does not include Cut Flowers, Culinary Arts or 
 Fruits & Vegetables) or 8:30 a.m. to 12:00 p.m., Thursday, August 25.  Judging will start at 1:00 p.m., Thursday, August 25. 
• No exhibit is to be removed until 4:00 p.m. on Sunday. Closing time is 5:00 p.m. Please make arrangements to have someone pick 
 up your entries if you cannot be there at 4:00 p.m. 
• Hostesses will be present the entire time that the exhibit building will be open. 
• No soiled articles will be accepted. 
• All articles having no competition will be awarded prizes according to the judge’s discretion. 
• Articles exhibited previously will not be accepted, nor those over 5 years old. 
• Name of owner must not be on any article competing for a prize.  Entry tags will be made by attendants at the time of entry.  Articles 
 exhibited must be made by person exhibiting. 
• Small crocheted articles should be mounted on cardboard. 
• All clothing neatly pressed. 
• Grand and reserve champion to be awarded in each division. 
• Exhibit areas will be closed until after judging. 
 
 
 
 
 
Ribbon Policy for Open Class Exhibits 
Each exhibit will receive a blue, red, white, honorable mention or a participation award sticker. The award sticker will take the place of the 
ribbon and will be placed on the entry ticket at the time of judging. The exhibitor will have the option of getting a ribbon at the check-out 
table on Sunday when they check out their exhibits and collect their premium.  Grand and reserve champion ribbons will be placed on the 
exhibit for display. 
 
One blue, red, or white placing per lot will be given for the first 8 exhibits in each lot. Additional honorable mention places will be allowed to 
be given for additional exhibits in each lot according to the following schedule:

Complete entry forms must be postmarked by Friday, August 19, 2011. Entries postmarked after August 19 will be charged double entry 
fee.

Entry fees are non refundable. 
 
Signature on the Entry Form shall be deemed acceptance of the rules for the Ransom County Fair as well as abiding by the IAFE 
(International Association of Fairs & Expositions) National Code of Show Ring Ethics as stated on the Ransom County Fair Website. 
 
All animals must be visibly free of infectious diseases.  This includes ring worm, lump jaw, warts and show lamb fungus in active stages. 
 
A veterinarian will be present to inspect animals. 
 
Out of State animals must present health certificates to show management upon arrival. 
 
LIVESTOCK ENTRY 
Stalls and wash rack will be available after 7:00 p.m. on Friday, August 26.   
 
Swine & Sheep entry is 7:00 -7:30 a.m. Saturday, August 27 between the Cattle and Swine barns. Swine and sheep must be on the 
grounds by 7:00 a.m. on Saturday, August 27.   
Beef must be on the grounds and checked in by 10:00 a.m. on Saturday, August 27.  
 
If a problem arises with a registered animal the exhibitor will need to furnish registration papers at that time to show officials.  If registration 
papers cannot be furnished in a timely manner for the animal in question it will be moved to the commercial class or disqualified from the 
show.

Tips on Exhibiting 
1. Select uniform specimens slightly over average size when possible.  Overgrown specimens are seldom typical and are frequently coarse 
and lacking in flavor. 
2. Select a few extra specimens above the requirements of the premium list for last minute replacements. 
3. Showmanship is important.  All items in each entry should be uniform in size, shape, color and degree of maturity. 
4. Avoid blemishes caused by decay, dirt, disease, insects or mechanical injury.  If blemishes of any kind are severe enough, the exhibit 
may be disqualified. 
5. Vegetables should be washed only as a last resort. Clean vegetables with a soft brush or facial tissue to remove loose soil. 
6.  The tops of all root crops like carrots and beets should be one inch long. 
7. Keep the vegetables as fresh as possible before exhibiting.
